We provide Comprehensive employment and training opportunities for Native Hawaiian, Native 

American Indian, and Alaska Native adults ages 18 or older. 

• Adult Program Services are outreach; intake; assessment of skills levels; career 

planning/counseling; development of individual employment plan; facilitation of occupational skills 

training (2 years financial assistance for tuition and/or books leading to employment at individual’s 

highest skill level after attaining high school diploma; certificate; Associate, Bachelor, and/or 

Master’s Degree); on-the-job training, entrepreneurial training, skills upgrading and retraining; 

supportive services; job search and placement assistance; follow-up services, etc. 

• Eligibility – Must be unemployed or underemployed or low income-based on Federal Program 

income requirements or recipient of bona fide lay-off notice in the last 6 months or will take effect 

in the following 6-month period or an individual who is employed but is determined by ALU LIKE to 

be in need of employment and training services to obtain or retain employment that allows for self-

sufficiency; Selective Service verification (all males age 18-25); 1st Priority – Veterans & Eligible 

Spouses of Veterans.
